We intend to make technical and 
nontechnical programs such as this available a couple of 
times a year to IREA members and friends. If you have 
any suggestions for programs from either INL or the local 
community, please contact one of the board members.

2009 Spring General meeting was held on Thursday, 
May 21, 2009, at 3 PM at the Idaho Falls Senior Citizens 
Center. The election of 2009-2010 IREA officers was 
held. The officers and board members were voted in by a 
unanimous vote. 

Mark Scrogham, administrative secretary for INL’s 
Retirement and Investment Plans, provided an update on 
both the INL 401K Plan and Retirement Plan. On the 
401K Plan, Mark reported that there are 6856 

participants. The plan faired no better than the overall 
market over the past year. The investment committee 
decided to drop the VanKampen aggressive growth fund 
as it fared poorly in the down market and replaced that 
fund with BB&T Mid Cap Value I. Dodge & Cox 
International stock was added to provide an additional 
international fund selection. To better serve INL’s 401K 
Plan, Vanguard moved plan support functions from their 
Philadelphia to their Scottsdale, AZ office. The move puts 
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the service center in the Mountain Time zone rather than 
the Eastern Time zone. 

The Retirement Plan experienced many changes since 
September 30, 2007. The number of enrollees dropped 
from 9917 to 9802 from September 30, 2007 to 
September 30, 2008 as the Retirement Plan is now 
closed to the addition of new plan members. The plan 
paid $43M in pensions in 2007 and $46M in 2008 with 
the estimate of $48M paid in 2009. Mark reminded 
attendees that the INL Retirement Plan is a defined 
benefit plan with a fixed pension payout that must be met 
independent of the ups and downs of the market. Three 
fund managers were eliminated as a review of their 
portfolios showed no significant difference in the funds 
they managed. These three managers were replaced by 
enhanced equity index managers who have good track 
records of beating the S&P index. The plan funds corpus 
decreased 21.25% from 07 to 08 but out performed the 
Dow by 3.9%. IREA Benefits chairman, Rich Ising, 
provides more details on the status of the INL Retirement 
Plan in the Benefits section of this newsletter. 

Lastly Mark reported that Rudd & Co. completed their 
audit of the Retirement Plan and made not derogatory 
findings. That is auditor speak for the audit went well. 

Our main speakers focused on senior community 
services available through the Eastern Idaho Community 
Action Partnership (EICAP). EICAP’s Marie Peterson, 
regional ombudsman for the elderly, and Helen Stanton, 
VISTA Volunteer Ombudsman Coordinator, covered a 
wide range of senior services and the processes to 
access these services. Marie talked about the host of in-
home services available to assist through reassurance 

calls, emergency telephone connection, homemaker, 
chores, home delivered meals, respite care, and case 
management services. Case managers can assist you by 
assessing your needs then locating and coordinating help 
so you can safely stay in your home. Call 208-522-5391 if 
you live in Idaho Falls and 208-233-4032 if you live in the 
Pocatello area to explore services available for your 
unique situation. 

Marie explained the staffing and care differences 
between assisted living and nursing home settings. She 
also provided attendees with a checklist to assist you in 
the selection of a facility that best accommodates your or 
a loved one’s needs. Additionally Marie provided the 
website, www.medicare.gov , for you to consult to see a 
comparison of nursing homes throughout the US. There 
is no comparable national database available for 
assisting living facilities. For basic details on Idaho 
nursing home and assisted living facilities you can also 
consult www.facilitystandards.idaho.gov - facilities are 
grouped alphabetically by Health and Welfare regions. 
Marie suggested that nothing beats a visit to facilities to 
determine if they might meet your needs. 

Volunteer ombudsmen are needed to visit local assisted 
living and nursing home facilities. Ombudsmen spend 
time with residents to make care assessments and just 
visit with residents. Those interested in exploring being a 
volunteer ombudsman should contact Helen Stanton or 
Marie Peterson at 208-522-5391. 

Following the excellent presentations by Mark, Marie, and 
Helen, all attendees visited with old and new friends while 
enjoying pizza and a beverage.

CAES tour starts in the lobby with a briefing by Oren Hester, CAES 
deputy director. 

IREA members toured the Center for Advanced Energy 
Studies (CAES) on June 11, 2009. Oren Hester, deputy 
director of CAES, explained the background of the 
concept for CAES as part DOE’s strategy to more closely 
link the INL, Idaho State University, University of Idaho, 
and Boise State University in collaborative research. 
Research areas currently being pursued focus on nuclear 

science and engineering, materials science, bioenergy, 
carbon management, and energy policy.  

Oren explained that a research activity housed at CAES 
must involve at least two of Idaho’s universities along 
with collaboration with INL. An executive board made up 
of members from the Idaho universities and Dr. Harold 
Blackman, CAES director, review potential projects and 
select those that align with the CAES mission. 

Laboratories are designed for optimum ability to 
reconfigure to accommodate newly secured research 
projects. Currently research in carbon sequestration, 
materials science, and energy policy are underway. 

The CAES facility houses a branch of the INL Technical 
Library with volume selections tailored to the needs of 
CAES research projects. The facility also provides office 
space for university researchers; visiting professors; 
undergraduate, graduate, and post-doctoral students;  
INL researchers involved in collaborative research with at 
least two of the three Idaho universities; and the CAES 
director’s staff. Oren stressed that anyone located in the 
CAES facility participates in or assists a collaborative 
research effort. 
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Following the tour of CAES, attendees assembled in the 
CAES auditorium to hear an update on nuclear research, 
reactor designs, and nuclear fuel. Dr. David Petti, INL 
Fellow, provided an overview of research efforts 
underway in INL’s Nuclear Science and Technology 
directorate. His overview looked at INL, US, and 
international nuclear research efforts. Dave also shared 
that there is a growing need for nuclear researchers in 
the 30-40 age range to mentor new nuclear engineers 

and researchers. 

Following Dave’s presentation, attendees had an 
opportunity to ask questions. Some discovered that many 
research efforts active while they were at INL have seen 
some progress since they retired inspite of the research 
funding challenges nuclear energy has faced.

When leaving instructions for your 
Trustee/Beneficiary, be sure to include how to handle 
the disposition of your INL benefits: The Trustee for 
the deceased retiree should contact the BEA Benefits 
general information number 208-526-6500. They will be 
presented with menu selections. As specific Benefits 
specialist may handle different functions, the general 
number always links the Trustee to the person currently 
handling a function. That way the correct specialist works 
with the Trustee of the deceased retiree on their 
questions relating to life insurance, medical, dental, 
retirement annuity check, investments with Vanguard, 
etc. 

The Trustee of deceased CWI employee should contact 
the BEA Benefits office, 208-526-6500, to handle 
retirement annuity and investments with Vanguard 
questions. They also must call CWI Benefits at 208-533-
0411 to handle questions related to life insurance, 

medical, dental, or any other programs the deceased 
participated in through CWI. 

Make sure you leave information for your 
Trustee/Beneficiary as to which BEA or CWI benefits you 
participated in.  

A Dead Debt: A new scam, which has been around for 
some time, is a phone call that comes when people are 
most vulnerable - just days after a spouse or other family 
member’s death. But the callers are neither friends nor 
funeral home staffers: they are bogus bill collectors. 

Get the facts. If you are not sure of the debt, require the 
collection agency to furnish proof of the debt. Have the 
agency put in writing who is owed, how much, for what 
reason, when the debt was acquired and why you are 
being contacted. Also check with the Better Business 
Bureau to see if the agency is legit. 
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To check your financial institution’s soundness: Try 
one of these web sites: www.bauerfinancial.com or 
www.bankrate.com . 

Don’t cash that check: That check that comes in the 
mail with your credit card statement. By cashing one, you 
are agreeing to a loan with exorbitant interest rates and 
no grace period - the interest starts accumulating 
immediately. If you do want to cash the check, make sure 
you know what the fees and interest rates are and that 
you can pay it back quickly. (Better deal: check with your 
Credit Union or Bank about their loan options). 

Avoid Rent to Own: If you want something you can©t 
afford, rent-to-own businesses are happy to help - for a 
hefty fee. Here’s how they work: 

·  Companies buy brand-name products, often 
furniture and electronics, then mark up the price 
by as much three hundred percent.  

·  Customers sign a contract agreeing to pay a 
certain amount over a set period of time, say 
$16 a week for 18 months for a television. 

·  If you make timely payments through the end of 
the contract, you keep the product for which you 
often paid at least twice the value. 

True, you can return the item and stop payment at any 
time. However, if you do want to keep the product, yet fall 
behind on payments, the store may repossess it. And no 
matter how much you have paid, no money is refunded.

As you can see, both plans have done better in the last 
three months. As far as the retirement plan is concerned, 
the total assets will not affect the benefits paid, as our 
plan is a defined benefit plan, which means your 
retirement benefit will remain the same. The only way the 
benefit would change is if we would receive an ad-hoc 
increase. We will keep you informed of any additional 
happenings as we learn of them.

IRA Rollover/Conversion to a Roth IRA: Many retirees 
who own IRAs have seen the value of their IRA 
investments go down significantly over the past year. 
Some pessimists have converted equity investments to 
less-risky cash holdings (money market funds, bonds, 
CDs, etc.), essentially locking in their equity losses. More 
optimistic investors have preferred to hold on to equities, 
expecting a recovery in the next few years to pre-
recession values. One strategy that the optimists may 
want to consider for reducing future taxes on IRA 
withdrawals is making a conversion, or partial conversion, 

of a traditional IRA to a Roth IRA while the value of their 
IRA is reduced. The amount of the conversion will be 
taxable, since it constitutes an IRA distribution, but the 
taxes will likely be less now than for IRA distributions 
later after equity values have recovered. Increases in 
equity values in a Roth IRA during a recovery would not 
be taxable. In 2009, there are income limits ($105K for 
singles, $166K for couples filing jointly) for making such 
rollovers to a Roth IRA, but in 2010 there are no income 
limits. See IRS Publication 590 for more information on 
IRA conversions to a Roth IRA.  
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Idaho Medical Savings Accounts: Volunteers in the 
AARP Tax-Aide Program are often amazed by the 
number of people who seem to be unaware of Idaho 
medical savings accounts and their tax advantages. 
Idaho residents may deposit up to $2000 (singles) or 
$4000 (couples filing jointly) per year in an Idaho medical 
savings account and deduct these deposits from their 
Idaho taxable income (see ID Form 39R). However, the 
funds in these accounts may only be spent on medical 
expenses of the account holder and the holder’s 
dependents. In general, these are unreimbursed medical 
expenses that would be deductable on federal Schedule 
A (Itemized Deductions). The account funds should not 
be used to pay medical insurance, however, since 
medical insurance can be deducted separately on Form 
39R of the Idaho tax return.  

Some Tax-Aide clients may have heard of these medical 
savings accounts, but were concerned about the 
possibility of losing the unspent money at the end of the 
year as is the case with employer-sponsored flexible 
spending accounts. No such loss of unspent funds occurs 
with Idaho medical savings accounts. These accounts 
may be opened at the same bank or credit union where a 
person has a regular checking account. This allows easy 
transfers into or out of the medical savings account when 
needed to pay a medical expense. Although called a 
“savings account”, these accounts operate as a checking 
account except that banks and credit unions will not issue 
debit cards for medical savings accounts.
